The Thirteenth Sunday in Ordinary Time 
2 Kings 4:8-11, 14-16; Psalm 88; Romans 6:3-4, 
8-11; Matthew 10:37-42 
 

In our first reading from the second Book of 
the Kings, we see the prophet Elisha re-
warding a Shunemite woman for her kind-
ness to him by telling her that she will bear 
a son within a year. She and her husband 
had made him welcome whenever he 
passed and had even built a small room for 
him. Being childless was a great stigma at 
the time and so he lifts that stigma as 
thanks for her kindness and hospitality to 
him. Christ echoes this in the gospel pas-
sage in that he tells us that we must always 
show kindness and hospitality to others. In 
this way we are living out the gospel pre-
cepts and will be rewarded. There is also a 
reminder that in welcoming others awe are 
welcoming Christ himself who is to be found 
in the hearts of others. We must be worthy 
of the life Christ won for us and be prepared 
to defend it and nourish it, otherwise, in our 
case, Christ’s sacrifice will have been for 
nothing.
